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SEPTEMBER 4, 2012 PROCEEDINGS OF THE NUCKOLLS COUN
BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

The Nuckolls County Board of Commissioners met Tuesday, September 4, 2012 in the Board Meeting Room at
the Courthouse, Nelson, Nebraska, per recess of August 27, 2012. Combs, Corman and Brown present for the
meeting. The agenda of said meeting was remitted to board members in advance of the meeting and is posted in
the County Clerk’s office and on the County Website. Combs announced the ‘Open Meetings Act Law’ as
posted in the Commissioners Board Meeting Room and handouts are available.

The board reconvened at 9:00 a.m. Chairman Combs approved the agenda and the August 27, 2012 minutes as
submitted. Also present for the meeting is Chuck Mittan of the Superior Express.

Gary Warren, Highway Superintendent and Cindy Buescher, Executive Secretary met with the Board to give an
update on the current activities of the County Road Department. Also present is Mark Mainelli from Mainelli
Wagner Associates. Warren informed the Board that he had been in contact with Don Kottmeyer and he has
agreed to pay the county road department to do the repairs to his bridge. The County is providing the bridge
planks. Projects C-65(664) & Project C-65(665), the Angus/Nora Intersections is complete. Bridge
#C006524020, between Sections 2 & 11, TIN-R5SW (Hardy Precinct) has been completed. Project C-65(630),
located between Sections 29 & 30, T2N-R5W (Spring Creek Precinct), will be removing the bridge and
installing a 42” tube this week. The Road Department will be working on Project C-65(601), located between
Section 1, T2N-R6W (Nora Precinct) and Section 6, T2N-R7W (Highland Precinct) will be the next project to
be started. They will be removing an old wooden bridge and replacing with a tube. The Sign crew is busy
putting up new signs this week. The Lawrence crew will be mowing road ditches this week. One of the mowers
is being repaired. One of the gravel trucks is out hauling gravel to needed areas. Next week Warren will have
the blades out grading the gravel roads. The pup trailer had a complete new box put on due to an accident last
spring. They will be able to pick it up this week. They have sold some extra snow plow tires they no longer
need for $600.00. Discussion held regarding the Swamp bridge negotiations for an Interlocal Agreement
between the County and Rainwater Basin Joint Venture. Warren and the Board discussed the repairs to the
sidewalks at the courthouse.

Mark discussed the Local Bridge Select Policy for the Federal Funding Buyout Program for the Nebraska
Department of Roads. The criteria are set for establishing eligibility to receive the funds. Mainelli noted the
County should pick a few bridges that they would like to have done and then do the studies to see if they would
qualify. Mainelli noted that 80% of the Counties being audited for Soft Match Funds have received 100% of
their funds available. The other 20% is still being reviewed.

The District Court Clerk, the County Court Clerk, the Treasurer and County Clerk have all submitted
their monthly Board Reports for August 2012. After being reviewed, Corman made a motion to accept
the Board reports as submitted and Brown seconded the motion. Combs, Corman and Brown all voted
Aye, 0 voted Nay. Motion carried. County Treasurer Ensign reported that as of Friday, August 31, 2012,
90.2% of the 2011 taxes had been paid.

The Elected Officials and Department Heads were present to determine who will be staying at the Holiday Inn
and Holiday Inn Express for the December 2012 NACO Convention. There are only 8 rooms available at the
Holiday Inn and 3 rooms at the Holiday Inn Express. The Holiday Inn Express only has suites available at
$149.95. It was determined that Arnold, Vicki and Cindy will stay at the Holiday Inn Express in Kearney for the
Convention in December.
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the Coffee Shop in Nelson. The menu and meal costs will be decided at a later date.

One bid was submitted by Versatile Roofing, Inc. for the roof repairs of the Nuckolls County Extension
building in the amount of $11,376.00. A motion was made by Corman and seconded by Brown to accept
the bid from Versatile Roofing in the amount of $11,376.00. Combs, Corman and Brown all voted Aye, 0
voted Nay. Motion carried. It was noted that no other bids were received.

An update was given on the amount of tires collected from the tire recycling collection held on August 11,
2012. It was noted that Champlin Tire had picked up $63.9 tons of tires and the allowed amount was for 59
tons. The County will be responsible to pay the overage amount at the cost of $89.00 per ton. The total cost is
$364.00.

JEO had been requested to find a corner tie between Sections 31, TIN-R6W & 34, TIN-R5W.

The County Attorney and Custodial Inventories were submitted for Board approval. A motion was made by
Combs and seconded by Brown to accept the County Attorney and Custodial Inventories as submitted.
Combs, Corman and Brown all voted Aye, 0 voted Nay. Motion carried.

The Nuckolls County Budget Hearing at 11:00 a.m. was held for public comments. Vicki Ensign, County
Treasurer was present as the Budget Making Authority. The hearing was held open until 11:15 a.m. No public
attended. Ensign submitted an update of the Budget Message and the Capital Improvement Chart as part of the
2012/2013 Nuckolls County Budget. No additional comments were made. A motion was made by Brown and
seconded by Combs to adopt the 2012/2013 Nuckolls County Budget as submitted. Combs, Corman and
Brown all voted Aye, 0 voted Nay. Motion carried.

Tim Schmidt, County Attorney met briefly with the Board to discuss an issue with many antiques within the
Courthouse. Schmidt presented the Board of an idea to set up a show room in the Courthouse Basement that
would display many of the antiques that are currently in the Courthouse to help preserve the Courthouse history.
The Board did not have a problem with this idea and asked Schmidt to look into the cost of doing this.
