
 

 

NOVEMBER 5, 2012 PROCEEDINGS OF THE NUCKOLLS 

COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS 

The Nuckolls County Board of Commissioners met Monday November 5, 2012 in the Board Meeting Room at 

the Courthouse, Nelson, Nebraska, per recess of October 29th, 2012.  Combs, Corman, and Brown present for 

the meeting.  The agenda of said meeting was remitted to board members in advance of the meeting and is 

posted in the County Clerk’s office and on the County website.  Combs announced the ‘Open Meetings Act 

Law’ as posted in the Commissioners Board Meeting Room and handouts are available. 

The board reconvened at 9:01 a.m.  Chairman Combs approved the agenda and the October 29, 2012 minutes as 

submitted.  Also present for the meeting is Chuck Mittan of the Superior Express. 

Gary Warren, Highway Superintendent and Cindy Buescher, Executive Secretary met with the Board to give an 

update on the current activities of the County Road Department.  Warren reported his findings after researching 

the ownership of the road ditch along Road B from 3650 to 3750, he noted that the Rail Road is owner of the 

ditch and therefore Nuckolls County is not responsible for cleaning it out.  Mowing is completed.  Installation 

of the new radios for narrow banding is finishing up.  Warren reported that they are busy with shop work and 

that they will change all fluids on Unit 2, to try to determine any mechanical issues it might have.  They have 2 

driveway projects to work on.  The road department is done stockpiling gravel.  Warren discussed a possible 

road structure in 9-4-7, the board requested Warren speak with the NRD in regard to the matter.  Warren 

brought up discussion on a cost share sign project with Webster County at the intersection of Road F and Road 

2500.  Warren requested permission to perform a study all board members agreed.  Warren reported to the 

board that the Oak bar closing has raised bathroom facilities issues.  He requested the board think about putting 

bathroom facilities in at the Oak shop building.  He stated that they could hook up to the Oak village sewer but 

will need heating and electrical work.  The board requested further information from Warren in regard to this.  

Warren showed pictures to the board of the bridge work south of Deweese, Project # C00500230.  Warren 

reported that the tube for Project 631 at Sedan is almost ready. 

A motion was made by Brown and seconded by Corman to approve and sign the request by Bryan 

Skalka for Easement for electrical line to be run under a county road and in the county road ditch 

located between Section 6 & 7, T4N-R6W (Sherman Precinct) Nuckolls County.  Combs, Brown and 

Corman all vote Aye, 0 voted Nay.  Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Corman and seconded by Brown to approve and sign the request by Randy 

Pearson  for Easement for electrical line to be run under a county road and in the county road ditch 

located near Section 5 & 6, T3N-R5W (Sherman Precinct) Nuckolls County.  Combs, Brown and Corman 

all vote Aye, 0 voted Nay.  Motion carried 

A motion was made by Combs and seconded by Brown to accept October 2012 Treasurer, Clerk, District 

Court Clerk, and the County Court board reports as submitted.  Combs, Corman and Brown all voted 

Aye, 0 voted Nay.  Motion carried.
